Before You Start

Read through each step carefully and follow the exact order.

Open packaging and remove all hardware and components from packaging before starting.
Identify, sort, separate, and count all hardware and components before attempting
assembly.

Prepare a flat, level, squared surface (such as leveled dirt, wood chips, wood frame, or stone
pad). (See page 19 for recommended bases & dimensions).

Fully tighten hardware after each step.

If using a power driver for attaching screws, bolts,and nuts, please approach tightening
slowly and stop when screws are tight. Overtightening may result in stripping hardware.
Never push, pull, or drag the structure in part or in whole.

Read the enclosed instruction manual for the automatic vent.

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Recommended Base Dimensions & Materials

Make sure you have a level area large enough to accomodate the base where you want the
greenhouse to sit.

Assemble, leveling, and squaring the base in the exact spot you want the greenhouse.’

Use 3" decking screws to assemble base - 2 per corner

Drill 4- 5/8" holes as shown in the 2x6 end boards. Holes should be 1 1/4" from inside
edge of board to center of hole and 4" from each end.

Anchor base to the ground using the provided 24" long rebar ground anchor stakes ()
1 per hole in the base. After the base is anchored securely to the ground, you are ready to
assemble the greenhouse.
